1. To receive any declarations of interest: None
2. To receive apologies: Mrs W Smith
3. Minutes: It was resolved to authorise the Chair to sign the minutes of the ordinary meeting held on Tuesday 9th July, 2019 as a true record (proposed by Mrs J Tea, seconded by Mrs I Henderson, unanimous vote).
4. To discuss any matters arising from minutes of previous meetings

· The white lines need to be repainted and the main road become that to Scalehouses
5. To receive updates on the Community Led Plan and councillor led areas
· Footpath: Nothing
6. To receive a report from District Cllr Robinson

· Cllr Robinson updated the meeting and promised to send a written report to the Clerk.
7. To receive a report from County Cllr Driver: Unable to attend- report received by email. 
8. To receive an update on the upkeep of Kirkoswald Church Institute

· Mr J Little reported that the heating system has all been signed off and is working well.

· No reduction in bookings over the summer.
· Fellfoot Forward heritage lottery money for men’s toilets: Cllr Robinson said that the bid has been submitted.
· Councillors again wanted to pass on their congratulations for all the hard work carried out.
9. To discuss the proposed change of name of properties in High Bankhill
Councillors resolved that they were happy for the properties known as 1-6 Council Houses to become 1-6 Valley View Houses in accordance with the request of residents, with ‘Kirkoswald’ added to the address of all properties in High Bankhill, to add clarity.

10. To discuss the condition of parish notice boards: It was agreed to get some brochures to look at the options.
11. To discuss the condition of the seats in the parish: Mr N Jackson said that they have now all been painted, but will need a second coat. The railings are to be done next year. Councillors expressed their thanks to Peter and Mr N Jackson for all of their work.
12. To discuss footway lights: Mrs S Quinn said that nothing has been received back from Mr Neil Buck. Cllr Robinson promised to chase Mr Buck to get the agreement for the installation, so that Playdales can begin the work as agreed. It was noted that the Parish Council needs to remove the equipment, level and turf and then allow time for settling, prior to the installation by Playdales.
13. To discuss any update on trees on parish land: Mrs J Tea and Mr A Jackson to take it forward.
14. To discuss the transfer of the playground: Mrs S Quinn reported that a deposit (50%) is now needed for the equipment and that Eden District Council would need to cover the cost of any late fees, as they are delaying progress. Mr A Jackson agreed to arrange for a digger to scrape off the turf. The Sutcliffes equipment is to come. It was noted that the turf is looking good and councillors wanted to thank Mr John Jones for his help. Mr N Jackson said that permission has been granted to trim the lower branches and the Cricket Club will take it forward.
