                                ORDINARY MONTHLY MEETING
1. To receive any declarations of interest: None
2. To receive apologies: Mrs S Quinn & County Cllr Driver (It was resolved unanimously to accept the apologies).
3. Minutes: It was resolved to authorise the Chair to sign the minutes of the ordinary meeting held on Tuesday 9th November, 2021 as a true record (proposed by Mrs W Smith, seconded by Mr A Jackson, unanimous vote).
· Viol Moor: Clerk asked to chase up an update.
4. To discuss matters arising from the last meeting: None
5. To discuss broadband: Mrs J Tea reported that everything is progressing. It was noted that a new landowner at Staffield is causing some difficulties with regards to wayleaves and as a result Staffield won’t have access to the B4RN scheme.
Councillors agreed that Mr B Smythe and Mrs S Quinn are doing amazing work and agreed that they should be recognised.

6. To receive an update from CALC and EALC (by Mrs J Tea): Mrs J Tea reported that a number of new members of staff are being taken on at CALC and EALC. She said that CALC is looking to become a charitable organisation, to protect the staff.

7. To discuss the Parish Plan: Mrs W Smith reported that she had sent a draft document to Mrs S Quinn and Mrs J Tea agreed to send the document around councillors to look at, prior to the next meeting. She said that consultations have taken place with interested organisations. It was noted that seven organisations responded and these have been included in the appendices, so that they can use the document to support their own funding applications in the future.
8. To discuss the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Beacons: Celebration on Friday 3rd June: Mr J Little reported that the Village Hall are organising village fete type activities. Mrs I Henderson said that the church might be organising a concert for the Saturday.
9. To discuss the parish field: It was agreed that the Clerk advertise for tenders. Councillors agreed that some areas of the field might need seeding. It was agreed to ask Mr B Smythe for the inspection chamber be moved to the side, as it is slightly too near the gate when vehicles enter the field (Mr A Jackson to take forward). Councillors unanimously agreed (proposed by Mr A Jackson, seconded by Mr J Little).
10. To discuss email from Eden Open Spaces Group: Mrs J Tea read the email to councillors. District Cllr Robinson queried if we are doing the settlement scheme and agreed to look at it. 
11. To discuss the co-option of new councillors: Councillors were reminded that the parish council is still short of two councillors for the lower quarter and were asked to send any suggestions for potential applicants to Mrs J Tea or Mrs S Quinn.
12. To receive the Financial Report

Mrs W Smith confirmed that the spreadsheet and bank statements correlated.
13. To receive the Highwayman’s Report and discuss matters related to Highway

Mr R Raine reported the following:
· A number of potholes have been filed so full that they are now bumps (between Renwick and Kirkoswald and between Kirkoswald and Eden Bridge)

· The gutter near Jack Barn hasn’t been finished properly and water is running onto the road (the gulley hasn’t been made long enough). 
· Parish land at Woodrow- the fence is in poor state and need to be repaired. Clerk to check the rental agreement. 
· Potholes are still a concern. 
· There is also a tree which needs some work (if owned by the parish council).
· Mrs W Smith reported that a large tree has come down at Park head. The Clerk was asked to contact Mr Geoff Foulkes (Pathways Officer).
· The footway light at Sandhill has now gone out, and the front cover is loose. The Clerk was asked to report this again to Mr Neil Buck. District Cllr Robinson asked that she send the light number to her and she will chase it too.

· A huge number of vehicles using the road through the village are too long for the road. It was noted that Highways Dept. have been to the village to look at the problem, following recent collisions.
· Parking below the Crown and shop is a problem. It was agreed that there is little that the parish council can do, but wished to highlight to those parking that it is illegal to do so on pavements.

14. To receive a report from County Cllr Driver: Report sent prior to the meeting
15. To receive a report from District Cllr Robinson: 
· The district council are busy giving Covid grants again. 
· She said that she had attended a tourism meeting and bookings are increasing (it was noted that holidaymakers are tending to book later than in the past). 
· Grants now available for green/ environmental projects (Community Fund e.g. hydro/ energy generation projects). Cllr Robinson said that projects of all sizes are needed. 
· Mrs W Smith asked how will the structural changes affect parish councils? Cllr Robinson said that staff are working on developing the new structure, along with their current workload.
16. To receive a report from the Church Institute: Mr J Little reported that the AGM was held last week and the committee now has two new members. Grant monies have now been received and work is starting to the gents’ toilets shortly. It was noted that the hall is being used once or twice a day.
17. To discuss Police matters arising: 

· Mr J Little reported that the Police and Crime panel meeting was held 2-3 weeks ago. Parishioners are asked to report every incident so that it becomes a statistic, on which the Police have to act. It was noted that crime rates are increasing as people are angry and frustrated, with incidents of vandalism and assault on the rise.  He said that people are desperate and burglaries will increase as the weather improves (with garden sheds being targets).
· Appleby Horse Fair is taking place this year, at the usual time of year.
